Signature constitutes agreement to each of the following: 
 
1. You are a Head Coach in Mason Youth Organization (MYO) or are representing a Head Coach in MYO (i.e. 

Designee) who has given you authority with full responsibility to represent the Head Coach at the time of 
execution of this agreement. 

 

2. You have inspected the equipment assigned to you and verified that you have received the appropriate 
type and quantity of equipment for the league in which you are coaching based on the Equipment list 
found on the opposite side of this agreement. 

 
3. You have inspected the equipment assigned to you and verified that all items are in good condition with 

exceptions noted below. 
 

4. You will notify the MYO Equipment Coordinator (John Darlington, 513-336-7002) as soon as 
possible should equipment become damaged, lost, or stolen so that replacement equipment can be 
supplied.  Also call if you need different size helmets, bats or a left handed catcher’s mitt. 

 
5. You will return all equipment in good condition (normal wear and tear acceptable) by the date specified 

by MYO. 
 

6. You were given a check by MYO in an amount sufficient to cover umpire fees for your regular season to 
be used exclusively to pay umpire(s) working your game. 

 
7. You will pay each umpire in cash using the exact correct amount (i.e. umpires will not be required to 

make change) for your league consistent with the Umpire Pay Matrix, which can be found on the 
opposite side of this agreement and the MYO Rulebook.  The Head Coach from each team is responsible 
for paying half the total amount due the umpire(s) per game, with the exception of Fast Pitch Softball 

and Junior/Senior Major League Baseball.  For these leagues, the Head Coach of the HOME team is 
responsible for full payment to the umpire(s).  

 
8. You will manage the umpire payment funds that you received and be fully responsible for those funds 

throughout the season.  If for any reason you misplace or lose these funds, you are required to provide 
the remaining balance from your personal funds. 

 
9. You will return any unused funds to MYO at the same time as equipment return. 
 
10. You will be appropriately certified for the sport/league within MYO that you are coaching by the National 

Youth Sports Coaches Association (NYSCA) prior to the first practice and that your memberships within 
NYSCA will not expire before the end of the current year’s season. 

 

11. You will not allow a player on your team to participate in a practice or game until his/her parent or 
guardian has completed an Emergency Medical Authorization (Release Form) and Parent Pledge 
and provided them to you.  You will have these completed forms in your or an Assistant Coach’s 
possession at all team functions.
